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On 24 February 2022, Russia’s open and full-scale military aggression against the
independent state of Ukraine started. Russian aircraft are destroying Ukrainian cities,
towns, and villages. The enemy army continues to massacre Ukrainians and commit
violence on Ukrainian lands. Thousands of children, women and men have been killed.
Millions of refugees have fled their homes to save their lives, and hundreds of thousands
of families have been split by the war.

In these difficult times, the Ukrainian scholarly community, together with the entire
academic world, asks difficult questions and seeks answers to them. Why did the world
fail to foresee the devastating consequences of chauvinistic ideology fueled by imperial
sentiments and colonial narratives in today’s Russian society? Why has the collective
voice of Russia’s academic community been silent, and few isolated voices of protest
have been quickly drowning in complete silence without finding considerable support in
intellectual circles? Russian scholars, who study society, history, literature, and language
and whose professional activities include defense of human rights, tolerance, and respect
for the historical and cultural values, failed to shape a public opinion in Russia that would
have made it impossible to start this war.

The Ukrainian Society for Eighteenth-Century Studies condemns the silence of Russian
academic community, which clearly shows the inability of scholars, researchers, and
educators in this country to be a critical voice in society. Before Russia’s war against
Ukraine, members of the newly founded Ukrainian Society for Eighteenth-Century Studies
were open to dialogue with Russian researchers and ready to discuss uneasy though joint
pages in the histories of both countries. This is evidenced by the participation of Russian
historians in the First international conference organized by the society and held at the
Ukrainian Catholic University in June 2021. Russia’s brutal attack, active support for the
state’s military policy, and the silent response of the scholars to the atrocities committed
by the Russian army speak of Russian scholars’ moral responsibility for their government’s
policies that have resulted in numerous war crimes and crimes against humanity.

The Ukrainian Society for Eighteenth-Century Studies declares a complete refusal to
cooperate with representatives of the academic community of the Russian Federation. We
call on the International Society for Eighteenth-Century Studies and national societies —
ISECS members to show solidarity with Ukrainian scholars and consider further cooperation
with the Russian Society for Eighteenth-Century Studies and ban its representatives from
participating in international scholarly events and projects.



GREETING FROM THE PRESIDENT OF USECS =——

Dear colleagues,

For many years, Ukrainian humanities were on the margins of international scholarly
developments. After the establishment of Soviet totalitarianism, they remained cut off from
the latest approaches, methods, and paradigmatic changes that occurred in international
scholarship. After the collapse of the USSR, this situation began to change. Over the past
thirty years, Ukrainian historians and humanists have been gradually making up for lost
time and integrating into the international academic community. One of the forms of such
integration is the entry of Ukrainian researchers into international professional associations.
This movement enables constant exchange of information and ideas with foreign colleagues
and ensures the inclusion of Ukrainian scholars in the international academic space and
developments taking place there.

The realization of the need for interaction and coordination of efforts of Ukrainian scholars
within the framework of the study of a specific historical period — the 18th century — arose
relatively long ago. More than ten years ago, the idea of establishing an association that
would perform these functions was put forward. For various reasons, it was notimplemented.
Perhaps, we were simply not ready yet. However, in connection with the wider appropriation
of cutting-edge methodological approaches by Ukrainian scholars, in particular the spread
of interdisciplinary research, this problem has become relevant again. Moreover, there is
an urgent need to introduce the international academic public to the innovative research on
the eighteenth-century history conducted in Ukraine.

In view of such challenges, an initiative group came up with the idea of creating a professional
association. On May 12, 2021, it held a founding meeting that established the Ukrainian
Society for Eighteenth-Century Studies (USECS), elected an executive committee, and
adopted a statute. Apart from myself, the committee includes Dr. Nataliia VVoloshkova (vice
president), Dr. Volodymyr Sklokin (secretary), Prof. Volodymyr Masliychuk (treasurer), and
Oksana Poluliakh (representative of doctoral students).

The aim of USECS is to stimulate interest in the study of the culture and history of the
eighteenth century in Ukraine and to encourage interdisciplinary research devoted to this
period. The society also seeks to promote the integration of Ukrainian scholars into the
international academic space and to introduce scholars from abroad to interdisciplinary
research on the eighteenth century conducted in Ukraine.

In June 2021, the society held its first conference «Eighteenth-Century Studies: Ukrainian
and Global Perspectives» in virtual format. The conference was organized by the Ukrainian
Catholic University, as well as the Peter Jacyk Centre for Ukrainian Historical Research
and the Wirth Institute for Austrian and Central European Studies, the University of
Alberta. It was attended by 157 scholars, over a hundred of whom were from Ukraine
and approximately 50 from 13 countries, including Canada, Poland, the U.S., the UK,
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Germany, Italy, and Austria. The conference proved to be a meeting place for well-known
scholars and their younger counterparts who study the eighteenth century, as well as an
interdisciplinary platform for exchanging ideas in the fields of History, Literary Studies,
Museology, and Music History. A number of the conference papers were published in the
peer reviewed journals Vivliofika (Vol. 10, 2022) and Ukrainian Historical Review (Issue 1,
2022).

USECS has ambitious plans. First is its admittance to the International Society for
Eighteenth-Century Studies (ISECS). The initial steps in this direction have already been
taken. USECS has applied for membership and received the status of observer. The official
entry is expected to take place at the ISECS Congress in Rome in July 2023.We also plan
to launch an official website, and later to establish a journal, as well as to hold regular
meetings, seminars, conferences, and other activities aimed at promoting research into
the history and culture of the 18th century. The next USECS conference is scheduled for
October 2023. You can follow events, announcements of future conferences, and other
news of USECS on our Facebook page.

Scholars who are citizens of Ukraine, foreigners, and stateless persons who accept the
Statute of the society, contribute to its activities, and pay membership fees may become
members of USECS. To become a member of USECS, you must apply to the executive
committee.

Dear colleagues, if you are humanists or social scientists (historians, literary scholars,
philosophers, art historians, and sociologists) and your research interests focus on the
history and culture of the 18th century, | invite you to join our community. | am sure that
membership in USECS will facilitate your communication with like-minded people and
partners both in Ukraine and abroad.

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Unexpected Eighteenth Century: Report on the First Conference of the Ukrainian
Society for Eighteenth-Century Studies

On 23-25 June 2021 the Ukrainian Catholic University (Lviv) hosted the first conference of
the Ukrainian Society for Eighteenth-Century Studies “The Eighteenth Century: Ukrainian
and Global Perspectives” in virtual format. The conference was co-organized by the Peter
Jacyk Centre for Ukrainian Historical Research and the Wirth Institute for Austrian and
Central European Studies, the University of Alberta. It was attended by 157 scholars, over
a hundred of whom were from Ukraine and approximately 50 from 13 countries, including
Canada, Poland, the U.S., the UK, Germany, Italy, and Austria. The Ukrainian participants
represented universities, institutes of the Academy of Sciences of Ukraine, and museums
based in Kyiv, Lviv, Dnipro, Poltava, Zaporizhia, Berdiansk, Uman, Odesa, and other cities.
The conference proved to be a meeting place for well-known scholars and their younger
counterparts who study the eighteenth century, as well as an interdisciplinary platform for
exchanging ideas in the fields of History, Literary Studies, Museology, and Music History.
The organizing committee was comprised of Prof. Frank Sysyn (CIUS), Dr. Volodymyr
Sklokin (UCU), Prof. Maksym Yaremenko (NaUKMA), and Dr. Natalia Voloshkova (Mykhailo
Drahomanov National Pedagogical University). The official languages of the conference
were Ukrainian and English.

The packed conference program included the General Meeting of the Ukrainian Society for
Eighteenth-Century Studies; the general opening; two keynote lectures; a plenary session;
forty-one panels; and the closing ceremony. The conference participants were welcomed by
Dr. Volodymyr Sklokin on behalf of the UCU; Prof. Frank Sysyn, member of the organizing
committee; Prof. Yuriy Voloshyn, President of the Ukrainian Society for Eighteenth-Century
Studies; and Prof. Penelope Corfield, President of the International Society for Eighteenth-
Century Studies. Professor Sysyn thanked the Stephen and Olga Pawliuk Endowment
Fund (CIUS, University of Alberta) for its financial assistance in organizing the conference.

The first day of the conference featured a lecture by Prof. Corfield, the distinguished
researcher of eighteenth-century English social history, on the practices and significance of
the handshake in eighteenth-century Britain and methods and approaches to its study. The
plenary session featured papers delivered by Prof. Richard Butterwick (University College
London), Prof. Larry Wolff (New York University), and Dr. Volodymyr Sklokin (UCU). The
speakers shared their work on the history of Right-Bank Ukraine in the late eighteenth
century and Galicia during the reigns of Maria Theresa and Joseph Il, as well as their
analysis of changes and the contemporary state of eighteenth-century studies in Ukrainian
historical scholarship. The first day of the conference also featured two Ukrainian-language
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and two English-language panels that thematically continued the discussion about the
“long” eighteenth century in Ukraine. Nearly all the events that took place on the first
day were streamed on the Ukrainian Catholic University’s YouTube channel and were
accessible to a wide audience.

The second day of the conference featured sixteen panels, including two roundtables.
Three thematic sections were conducted in English, three in both Ukrainian and English,
with the rest in Ukrainian. The conference participants were particularly interested in the
panel devoted to a discussion of the new monograph published by Prof. Andreas Kappeler
(University of Vienna), on the evolution of Ukraine’s image in the Western imagination
throughout the Early Modern period. The day ended with the paper “My Encounter with Early
Modern Ukraine” delivered by Prof. Zenon Kohut (University of Alberta). This well-known
Canadian specialist in Ukrainian history shared his experience of studying the history of
Ukraine, as well as his vision of the priority directions of research on the “long” eighteenth
century. Professor Kohut's paper, the discussion of Prof. Kappeler’s monograph, as well as
the panel “Quality of Life in Left-Bank Ukraine in the Second Half of the Eighteenth—Early
Nineteenth Centuries,” were streamed on the UCU’s YouTube channel and thus accessible
to a wide audience.

The third day of the conference featured 21 panels, including 4 conducted in English and
4 in both English and Ukrainian. The section devoted to the Ukrainian religious heritage
sparked great interest and a lively discussion, as did the panel on the history of the
Ukrainian lands in the Habsburg Empire (moderated by Prof. Joseph Patrouch ), during
which researchers from Ukraine, Austria, Germany, and Slovakia discussed their work.

In their closing remarks at the end of the conference Prof. Corfield and other speakers noted
the high level of the scholarly forum and the broad selection of topics and discussed the
prospect of the Ukrainian Society’s joining the International Society for Eighteenth-Century
Studies in 2023. The speakers also expressed the desire for the Society to continue its
fruitful work in various directions, emphasizing the need to hold regular conferences as
important platforms for presenting and discussing the latest research, exchanging new
information, familiarizing Ukrainian scholars with the work being done by their foreign
colleagues and promoting their own discoveries, as well as networking.

In international academic history writing, one can also
see the renewed interest in comparative histories of empires, whereas in East European
historiographies the issue of internal colonialism and of the role of serfdom in (un)making
of empires and nations has recently been actively discussed. By focusing on the “long”
eighteenth century — a pivotal period in East European empire-building — this conference
aims to consider the above-mentioned political and historiographic developments.

The conference aims to provide a forum for scholars across a range of disciplines and
research fields to meet regularly and to debate about a variety of topics related to the history
and literature of Ukraine, Europe, and the wider world of the “long” eighteenth century. The
conference will host second General Meeting of USECS. The Society seeks to further
promote the development of interdisciplinary eighteenth-century studies in Ukraine, and to
facilitate its integration into the global historiographic institutional framework.
